That said,
Kinesiology faculty will
incorporate more specific
discussion and examples of
well written case studies into
the course.

This indicates a 19%
improvement in performance
that the faculty feel can be
attributed to recommending
students take PSY 201 — Intro
to APA either prior to or
simultaneously with KIN 390.
